Phonics
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As a school we follow the Super Sonic Phonic Friends scheme to teach sound recognition, segmenting and blending skills. It
is based around recognisable characters, rhymes and actions to try and help support the learning of letters and sounds. The
children will learn on average 3 new sounds a week and then we will use these new sounds during our discovery time and
class activities. It will be as much of a learning experience for the children as yourselves and I imagine that you will be
joining in with all of the rhymes and songs to go with each sound. We will send home a weekly newsletter linked to our

taught sounds so that this can be practiced at home. There will also be videos uploaded to the website to help with
pronunciation of these sounds.

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Drawing club

Drawing club is our main method of writing in
Year R. It focuses on children’s ideas and putting
meanings to marks without the added pressure of
more formalised writing. The children will get to
experience a variety of books, video clips and
poems; some new and familiar but also some
older ones which you may be more familiar with.
The children’s writing will develop over time and
they become very independent and excited to
———— begin labelling their ideas and then writing simple
sentences about what they have created.

Every day the children come together for snack
time. The children have the opportunity to be a
‘special helper’ and they pass the fruit around
the circle. This is great for their turn taking
skills and building up positive relationships
between the children in their class. We also
carry out lots of circle time activities linked to
personal social and emotional development.
These include celebrating birthdays and special
achievements, giving each other compliments
and learning about each other during our in
the spotlight time. One child a week will be
chosen to be in the spotlight. We then spend
the week getting to learn new things about the
child including their favourite books, songs and
things they like to do outside of school.

Physical development opportunities are given to the children on a
daily basis. Whether it’s riding on bikes and scooters outside or
taking part in noodle gym as a class, the children are always
extremely active. We do have one class PE session a week where
the children are able to practice physical skills and coordination.
Up until Christmas we ask that the children bring a PE kit into
school to change into to help support their independence. We will
then let you know when this will move to the children coming into
school already in their PE kits for the day. We will also let you
know when PE will start and the types of things the children need
to be wearing during your home visit.
